1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:09 PM by Charles Walton.
2. Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes: A motion was made to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. All members present approved of the motion.
3. Introduction of the Tantallon Citizens Association Officers, Board and Committee Members by Charles Waldon
4. Member Objectives: Tantallon is nearing its 60th anniversary, marking a significant milestone in its existence.
5. Recognition of Carter Ferrington: Carter Ferrington, with nearly 15 years of service, was recognized for his dedication, wisdom, compassion, leadership, kindness, and commitment to excellence.
6. Police Report from CPL S. Stephen Rannacher #3124: CPL S. reported on recent activities, including:
· Recovery of 13 pounds of marijuana from a vehicle during a traffic stop.
· Addressing thefts of Kia vehicles, primarily involving juveniles. Efforts include home visits to speak with families and deter further incidents.
· Initiating a community walk to address issues such as littering, theft prevention, and speeding on Autumnwood Lane, with plans to implement enforcement measures.
7. Presentation by Flavia Walton, Ph.D., delivered a presentation on dementia, highlighting the following points:
· Prince George's County ranks #2 nationally in incidents of dementia, according to the Alzheimer's Association.
· Maryland has two counties in the top four for dementia incidents: Baltimore County and Prince George's County.
· Dementia, particularly Alzheimer's, has reached epidemic levels, with inadequate support systems in place.
· Medicare does not cover dementia care, leading many individuals to be cared for at home or seek other forms of care.
· Efforts are underway to increase awareness and understanding of dementia to better support affected individuals and their families.
· Training for first responders, including police officers and emergency room staff, is crucial to effectively deal with dementia-related behaviors and provide appropriate care.
· Seniors, particularly women, are at the highest risk for dementia, with age, family history, and environmental factors being significant risk factors.
· Community involvement and education are essential in equipping the entire community to support individuals with dementia.
· Initiatives such as training staff at McDonald's and implementing "purple tables" and worship services aim to create dementia-friendly environments.
· Encouragement was extended to join the Dementia South County Action Team and become involved in educational initiatives such as Dementia Friends training.
8. Committee Reports:  President Charles Waldon introduced each of the following Committee chairs to present on the committee report, summarizing recent activities and recommendations. Discussion ensued regarding Key Points highlights.
TCC (Tantallon Compliance Committee): Committee Chair Robert Sensenig
Since assuming responsibility, the TCC has registered 22 issues/complaints regarding neighbors to prevent violations. Most concerns pertain to unauthorized trees. Efforts are underway to enhance responsiveness, aiming for a 30-day decision window. Currently, the average decision time is 19 days. One issue remains pending resolution. Block Ambassadors: Committee Chair Patrick Boone. Organizing upcoming meetings, creating handbooks for engagement, working with welcoming committees to foster community cohesion, and planning events like community picnics. This committee aims to facilitate connections among residents.
Business Manager: Joan Eser is the new business manager and will be handling inquiries about advertisements.
Beautification: Committee Chair DeeDee Perkins, focused on eco-friendly landscaping, maintaining brick walls dating back to 1965, organizing volunteers for landscaping tasks, and addressing fence repairs in accordance with community agreements.
Communication Committee: Committee Chair Johnetta Boone, Managing communication channels such as newsletters, website updates, and minutes sharing. The goal is to keep residents informed about community news, events, and initiatives. They're also working on launching a blog, with Jamie as the editor.
Family Engagement: Committee Chair Fran Brown, and Mujaahida Latif Co- Chair encouraging residents to participate in community activities and events, fostering a sense of togetherness among families.
Membership Committee: Committee Chair Lisa Henry, Monitoring membership status, collecting dues, reaching out to renewing and potential new members, and assessing the community's overall engagement and influence.
Welcome Committee: Led by Tracey Simons, this committee likely focuses on welcoming new residents to the community, helping them settle in, and providing them with necessary information and resources. Recently welcomed 5 new neighbors to our community and we have 222 members as of today. 
Introducing New Tantallon Cats: Committee Chair Barbara Yentzer AKA BJ. This committee is dedicated to managing issues related to cats in the community. This includes issues like stray cats, spaying/neutering programs, and fostering community awareness about responsible pet ownership. TNVR - Trap Neuter Vaccinate return. 

Financial Reports - Keith West, Treasurer: Keith West, Treasurer *Please see website for a detailed copy of the financial statement.  The report covers income, expenses, and any adjustments made to the budget during the reporting period. The mentioned adjustments involve reallocating funds from the jazz event budget to infrastructure improvement projects, indicating a shift in spending priorities based on community needs.

Memory Screening Setup: Establish a program for memory screening to address any concerns within the community regarding memory-related issues. Partnering with healthcare providers or organizing events where individuals can undergo screenings.
Discount for TCA Members: Offer a 10% discount on memory screening for TCA members. 
Community Cleanup Event (April 27th): Organize a community cleanup event on April 27th from 9-11 am, meeting at Potomac Landing. Encourage participation from community members, including children who can earn community service hours for their involvement.
Introduction of Angela R Jones: Introduced by Nora Carmichael, to share that Angela R Jones is under Obi Patterson, highlighting her expertise and advocacy roles, particularly in addressing issues such as flooding and education (DEPI). Potentially as a key organizer or leader within the community.
Addressed Flooding Issues: Discussed considering the following actions:
· Assessment: Conduct a comprehensive assessment of flood-prone areas within the community to identify the root causes and potential solutions.
· Community Engagement: Involve community members in discussions about flooding issues, gathering their insights and experiences to inform decision-making.
· Partnerships: Collaborate with local authorities, environmental agencies, and relevant organizations to implement effective flood mitigation measures.
· Education and Preparedness: Educate residents about flood risks and preventive measures they can take. Develop emergency preparedness plans to minimize the impact of flooding events.
